What is a food blockage?

s Your child may develop a food blockage, especially if
your child has an ileostomy. Undigested fibrous foods
can build up and block the flow of stool through the
bowel.

e Your child should chew foods well to avoid blockages.

e Call your doctor or nurse if your child has belly pain,
very little or no stool for more than 4 hours,
a large increase in the amount of stool or if she is
vomiting (throwing up).
